Do we want to decorate our letter to make it even more special?
We can draw a picture of Santa, gifts we like, our family, or anything at all. Skip 3D art like

glitter, glue or noodles —it’s cute, but makes the letter tough to sort!

What are the 3 key parts on an envelope to Santa?
1. Your full name and home address, including any apartment number
2. Santa’s special address, so we know Santa will get it

3. A stamp, so that the United States Postal Service can deliver it to him

Where do we put our envelope when it is sealed and ready?
We can give it to the mail carrier who visits our home, put it in our mailbox or a blue

collection box, or give it to our teacher, counselor or other adult to send it.
